The CRG Loses Two of Its Own in 2010
It is with great sadness and regret that we must announce the passing of two rubber industry and CRG colleagues in 2010.  Doug Coulthard, who retired from his rubber industry career in 2006 from SKF Sealing Solutions (formerly Chicago Rawhide), died on October 31st, 2010 after a short battle with liver cancer.  Earlier in the year, as previously announced, Doug’s friend and colleague for years at SKF, Boris Dinzburg also passed away.  Boris’s contribution to the CRG Education Committee over the years prompted the CRG Board to create a new educational award in Boris’s honor during the September, 2010 Board Meeting.
